The criteria on which the proposals for the ILA/ACRL Spring 2008 conference will be evaluated by the proposal committee are:

	Content of the proposal is relevant to the conference theme.

	

	Information presented will be able to be adapted or applied in the participants’ own situation.

	

	Proposal is well organized, clear, and concise.

	

	Topic is of high interest and relevance to today’s academic library staff.

	

	Abstract demonstrates that the speaker knows the topic and proposes an appropriate strategy for presentation.

	

	Proposal represents cross-institutional or intra-institutional (librarian/staff/faculty) collaboration.

	

	Topic is unique among the other proposals.
